Titles should not exceed 10 words
in length. Titles are not included in the 55-word count.

« Entries should be typed in Times New Roman font, double-spaced, and in a
document with 1-inch margins. All entries should include the following: name,
age, physical address, email address.

« Cost: $5 for the first entry; $3 for each additional entry. Make checks payable to
Fine Lines, or visit and use PayPal.

« What makes a winning story? One that tells a story using a minimum amount
of words, has a powerful message, is with the absence of fluff, has a compelling
story line...
